This tuition payment will be noted as the MAY payment on the tuition envelops that will be sent home the first week
of every month. Instead of asking for you to send in certain items, the Supply Fee covers such supplies as Kleenex, School
Bag, sanitary lotion for hands, film for pictures that are sent home, and much more. This year DCFS is requiring all enrolled
students to be tested for vision and hearing. The fee for this service is $10.00 per student. This additional fee is reflected in
your Supply Fee. Please see the attached sheet for tuition and supply fees.

If we do not receive your payment at this time, we will assume that you will not be attending
Happy Times Preschool in the fall. Please contact the school if you have any questions or if your plans have changed.

Please send all forms that are included in this mailing with your tuition/supply payment. Forms included are; Birth
Certificate, Physical Form (physician and parent signature required), DCFS Signature Form, Email Consent Form,
and an updated Application Form for returning families only. If your Physical is still current from last year, please do
not resend. Physician physicals are good for two years from the date of the exam.

Please
try to attend at your assigned time (see below). Please park on the south side of the street and be considerate to our
neighbor’s driveways.
